Background of the project

Taninthayi Nature Reserve Project (TNRP) is a collaborative project initiated in 2005,
aims at conserving tropical rain forests and its constituent biodiversity in Yebyu Township of
Dawei District of Taninthayi Region. Taninthayi Nature Reserve (TNR) is located in Kalainaung
(Yephyu) and Dawei Townships, Dawei District and lie between Dawei river and Thailand-
Myanmar broundary. It encompasses an area of (420,076.8) acres with part of Heinze-
Kalainaung Reserve Forest and Lu Wine Reserve Forest. In order to conserve the tropical
evergreen ecosystem and native flora and fauna in north and east part of Taninthayi Nature
Reserve, Forest Department has been implementing the TNRP project with the collaboration of
Mottama Gas Transportation Company (MGTC), Taninthayi Pipeline Company (TPC) and
Andaman Transportation Limited (ATL) as funding agencies. The two major goals of the project

are;



- To ensure the sustainable protection of Tropical Evergreen forests and its endangered
wild endemic plants and animals

- To promote the participation of local people in conservation of TNR with appreciated
manner on value of biodiversity by supporting for the sustainable socioeconomic and
livelihood improvement of local people.

Position Summary:

The Technical advisory group will play a pivotal role in the planning, implementation,
and monitoring of conservation activities within the Taninathayi Nature Reserve Project. This
position requires an individual with a strong background in ecology, environmental science, or

natural resource management, and a deep understanding of conservation practices.

- Provide expert technical advice on conservation strategies, management plans, and
ecological monitoring.

- Conduct field assessments to gather data on biodiversity, habitat conditions, and
ecological processes.
